	CLASS POLICY

	8. Students are to turn on their assignment on time. Late submission will result in 20% reducation of the grade gained. 


	9. Students are to turn on their assignment on time. Late submission will result in reducation of the grade gained:

· 1 day – 10%reduction.

· 2 days – 15% reduction  
· 3 days --  20 % reducation. 
· More than 3 days – no grade will be given.
